What is the Student Design Challenge (SDC)?
The Student Design Challenge encourages students to find creative and innovative solutions to improve the quality of living of elderly and people with disability. There are 2 category in this challenge.
Design Category 
Student Students entries are expected to apply User-Centric Design process to develop solutions for assistive or rehabilitation applications. The proposed solutions need not have technological components but must be technically feasible. An illustration, in the form of drawing, 3D model, video, animation or functional prototype, is mandatory to illustrate the proposed.
Technology Category 
Students entries are expected to apply principles in engineering and information technology to design and implement Assistive & Rehabilitative Technology solutions to address the issues / problems faced by the needy, their caregivers and clinicians. A functional prototype is mandatory to demonstrate the proposed solution.

Competition Requirements
This challenge is open to post-secondary education, undergraduates and postgraduates. These include Universities, Polytechnics and Institutes of Technical Education students. Submissions are invited from all students at all stages of their academic studies.
There is no limit to the number of teams that may compete from any given academic institute and each team is allowed to have up to 4 members.
Entries submitted should not exceed two years of development. All participants must provide proof that they are students at the time of work for the challenge was conducted.
Successful teams must bring their prototypes for the presentation. Large prototypes that are not transportable will be taken into consideration during the judging.
Selected entries will be notified by emails and are required to register for i-CREATe.
Competition Guidelines
1. Individual / teams will submit the Entry form to sdc[at]icreateasia.org. Expert reviewers will evaluate submissions to be selected to attend the final Student Design Challenge at i-CREATe convention
2. Selected teams will be expected to attend the convention with an A1 size poster outlining their design and innovation. Prototypes will have to be displayed together with the posters at the convention to a panel of Student Design Challenge Judges.
3. The finalists will be given 5 to 10 minutes oral presentation on their design to the panel of the Student Design Challenge Judges and i-CREATe convention attendees.
4. Based on the judging criteria, the judges will rank and identify overall winners of the competition.
